Q1: What are the most popular local dishes in Hualien? 

 

A1:  

1. Wontons 

Delicate wrappers encase juicy pork, served in a light and flavorful broth. 



 

2. Mochi 

Soft, chewy rice cakes stuffed with sweet fillings such as peanut or red 

bean paste. 

 

3. Hualien Sweet Potato / Taro 

Made from local sweet potatoes or taro, these treats are naturally sweet 

and make great gifts. 

 

4. Pickled Peppers 

Crunchy and juicy with a hint of heat and sweetness; often used in hearty 

chicken soups. 

 

5. Millet Wine 

A smooth, aromatic wine made from fermented millet, traditionally 

enjoyed at indigenous festivals. 

 

6. Stone Hot Pot 

Hot stones bring out the rich flavors of fresh ingredients, creating a hearty 



and savory broth. 

 

7. Dried Flying Fish 

Salt-cured and sun-dried, these chewy snacks are salty, flavorful, and 

perfect with drinks. 

 

8. Stinky Tofu 

Crispy on the outside, soft on the inside, served with tangy pickled 

veggies and dipping sauce—a night market favorite. 

 

9. Yuli Noodles 

Springy noodles topped with a spicy meat sauce and garlic—simple yet 

packed with hometown flavor. 

 

10. Bomb Scallion Pancake 

Crispy and flaky, bursting with savory egg yolk sauce and fragrant 

scallions—an irresistible street food.
